
Biblical Creationist Reverse Timeline

Based on a traditional young-earth chronology (~4004 BC Creation)

Reverse Chronological Timeline:

• 2026 AD – Present Day (~6,030 years since Creation)

• 33 AD – Crucifixion and Resurrection of Jesus Christ

• 4 BC – Birth of Jesus

• 586 BC – Fall of Jerusalem to Babylon

• 1010 BC – David becomes king of Israel

• 1446 BC – The Exodus from Egypt

• 2000 BC – Abraham called by God

• 2242 BC – Tower of Babel (division of languages)

• 2348 BC – The Global Flood (1,656 years after Creation)

• 4004 BC – Creation Week (Six literal days; Adam and Eve created)

Key Structural Anchors:

• Creation (~4004 BC)

• The Fall (shortly after Creation)

• The Flood (~2348 BC)

• Babel (~2242 BC)

• Abraham (~2000 BC)

• Exodus (~1446 BC)

• Kingdom Period (David & Solomon)

• Exile (586 BC)

• Christ (~4 BC – 33 AD)

• Present (~6,000 years since Creation)
